 The negative impacts of transport:
— greenhouse gasses
— air pollutants
— noise




The negative impacts of transport:

e 2,000 deaths per year from vehicle emissions
e 2 hours in George Square = 1.5 cigarettes
* 11in 3 of us will be clinically obese within 4 years
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The Economy

e Congestion costs £20 billion per year

e As transport intensity of an economy increases it
becomes less efficient

* An Iincrease of cycling together with a decrease

of car use would help to reduce all of these!




Social Exclusion

e Those who don’t have a car are excluded from
many activities (work, shopping, education, etc)

e Using a bicycle could very often make the
difference in holding down a job.




Why promote cycling

* /5% of journeys made are under 5 miles
/0% of all journeys to work are by car
« Traffic to increase 27% in next 20 years
